IIT Delhi Celebrates
68th Foundation Year With
Its First Alumni Impact Report

In January 2026, IIT Delhi marked its 68th 
year with a special event, revealing a new 
report that showcases how our 65,000+ 
alumni are helping to shape the country and 
the world economy. The report was officially 
shared by the Chief Guest, Dr. Gurtej S. 
Sandhu at IIT Delhi’s 68th Foundation Day 
celebration.

Dr. Gurtej S. Sandhu, an IIT Delhi alumnus 
(B.Tech., Electrical ‘85) who is now a leading 
expert at Micron Technology, along with 
Professor Rangan Banerjee, the Director of IIT 
Delhi released the report. The event focused 
on highlighting the important work and 
achievements of our alumni network.

Recapping the celebration:
Dr. Gurtej S. Sandhu spoke about the 
many ways alumni contribute: "Alumni 
are role models for current students and 
also support our institute in many ways. 
It’s not just about money; they can help 
by sharing advice, creating connections 
through their companies, or working in 
different fields to support IIT Delhi."

Professor Rangan Banerjee added during 
a press meeting: “The Impact Report 
shows how, over more than 65 years, our 
graduates have become global leaders, 
successful entrepreneurs, and public 
servants, making a big difference both 
socially and economically around the 
world.”

Over 70% of alums reside in 
India with nearly 10,000 in 
top roles in Banking, 
Finance, Manufacturing, 
and Engineering 
organisations.

IIT Delhi is set to name the Exhibition Hall in the 
Main Building after Binny Bansal (B.Tech., CSE, 
2005) Co-founder, Flipkart. The hall will be called 
the "Binny Bansal Exhibition Hall" to honour him 
for his strong connection to the Institute and his 
important contributions to the IIT Delhi General 
Endowment.

This decision comes after Binny made a  
generous donation to the IIT Delhi Endowment 
Fund. The Institute describes it as the 
biggest-ever gift from an individual that wasn’t 
restricted to a specific purpose. His donation will 
help provide high-quality teaching and research, 
access via scholarships and chairs, 
state-of-the-art facilities and support future 

The Exhibition Hall, on the 
ground floor of the Main 
Building, is a well-known 
space where the Institute 
displays student work, hosts 
innovation events, and holds 
various programmes. Naming 
it after Binny will serve as a 
lasting reminder of how former 
students’ leadership and 
generosity continue to help 
shape IIT Delhi’s future.

The news was shared by 
Professor Rangan Banerjee, 
the Director of IIT Delhi, at an 
Alumni gathering in 
Singapore. Binny was also 
recognised there for his 
ongoing support of the 
Institute’s academic and 
research efforts.

IIT Delhi To Name
Exhibition Hall After Alumnus
Binny Bansal (2005, CSE)

In a landmark moment for the IIT 
Delhi community, the Class of 
2000 has made a  significant 
pledge of over INR 70 crore to IIT 
Delhi, setting a new record for a 
single batch. The pledge was 
announced during their 25th 
(Silver) Reunion in December 
2025. This generous act shows 
how alums continue to stay 
connected, involved, and proud 
of their alma mater even many 
years after leaving.

Speaking on behalf of the batch, Rohit Dube (Class of 2000, Batch Fundraising Lead) said: “IIT 
Delhi taught us to keep learning in a changing world. Now, it’s our turn to give back and help the 
next group of scientists, entrepreneurs, and leaders. This wasn’t just about the size of the 
donation; it was about working together and sharing ownership of our institute’s future.” 

For the wider alumni community, the Class of 2000’s generous gift is both an inspiration and a call 
to action. It shows how alumni can unite not just for memories and networking, but to make a real 
difference in the future of IIT Delhi, its classrooms, laboratories, scholarships and research.

Class of 2000 Makes
Record INR 70+ Crore Pledge
to IIT Delhi

IIT Delhi has started a new programme called the Deepak 
Raghavan Family Foundation Accelerator Program. This 
initiative aims to help fresh and mid-career faculty at the 
Institute do more innovative research. The programme 
has been instituted by Dr. Deepak Raghavan, who 
graduated from IIT Delhi in 1987.

The core of the programme is a special five-year position 
called the Endowed Chair Professorship. It is for faculty 
aged 45 or younger. Each of these professors will be given 
funds for research, support from research staff and 
flexible resources that can be used for equipment, 
software, experiments, fieldwork, building prototypes, or 
hiring postdoctoral researchers. The aim is to help 
professors develop independent research projects that 
can make a real difference, while they also continue 
teaching and leading in academic roles.

The Accelerator Program also encourages collaboration with industry and external institutions to 
turn translational research ideas into practical applications like patents and new technologies 
that can solve real-world problems. Once every five years, the programme will also support a fully 
funded Ph.D. scholarship for a research student 
working with the Chair Professor, enabling them to 
participate in national and international conferences 
and gain global experience.

Professor Rangan Banerjee, the Director of IIT Delhi, 
said that the Institute is full of talented researchers 
and that programmes like this, supported by alumni, 
are important for increasing the impact of research 
and helping India stay competitive in science and 
innovation.

This programme shows how IIT Delhi alumni are not 
only building successful careers but also giving back to help shape the future of the Institute, 
inspiring the next generation of researchers and teachers.
