In 1968, Anant Yardi left IIT Delhi's campus with an 
engineering degree and a vision. Nearly six decades 
later, he is helping rebuild it — brick by brick, lab by lab. 
Founder and Board Chairman of Yardi Systems (US). Mr. 
Yardi has pledged �75 crore to IIT Delhi in support of 
advanced research in artificial intelligence and 
infrastructure development. This latest commitment 
brings his total contribution to IIT Delhi to �150 crore, 
reinforcing his standing as one of the Institute's most 
generous benefactors.

Established in 2020, the Yardi School of Artificial 
Intelligence offers advanced programmes in AI, machine 
learning, and data science, with more than 40 professors 
collaborating across departments. The School focuses 
on developing transformative technologies with 
applications in medicine, robotics, and allied fields.
Reflecting on his contribution, Yardi said: "IIT Delhi gave 
me a strong start in life. This is my way of giving back."

A significant portion of the 
new pledge will be directed 
to the Yardi School of 
Artificial Intelligence (ScAI), 
with the remaining funds 
supporting the Institute's 
infrastructure renewal and 
expansion programme, 
including the construction of 
new student hostels and 
academic building.

— India AI Impact Summit

fourfold increase in weekly users for Codex — the company's agentic coding tool — in 
just two weeks. He described his interaction with IIT Delhi students as the highlight of 
his India visit and called out the 'something very special' happening within India's 
technology ecosystem. 

On 20 February 2026, OpenAI 
CEO Sam Altman delivered a 
special address to the IIT 
Delhi community at Dogra Hall 
as part of the India AI Impact 
Summit 2026 — the first 
global AI summit hosted in the 
Global South, held at Bharat 
Mandapam, New Delhi from 
16 to 20 February. The 
session opened with a 
conversation between Sam 
Altman and IIT Delhi alumnus 
and venture capitalist Vinod 
Khosla (Khosla Ventures), 
followed by an open 'Ask Me 
Anything' with students, 
faculty, and invited guests.

Fractal Analytics, co-founded by Srikanth 
Velamakanni (B.tech., Electrical, Class of 
1996, IIT Delhi), completed its Initial Public 
Offering on the BSE and NSE on 16 February 
2026 — marking a landmark milestone as 
India's first pure-play enterprise AI company 
to go public.

Founded in 2000, Fractal Analytics provides 
enterprise AI solutions for Fortune 500 
clients across Banking, Financial Services, 
and Insurance (BFSI), healthcare, retail, and 
technology. Its flagship platform, Cogentiq, 
delivers agentic AI capabilities for large 
organisations. The listing marks a significant 
achievement for the IIT Delhi alumni 
community and is a testament to the 
enduring entrepreneurial legacy of the 
Institute's graduates.
Srikanth Velamakanni is Co-Founder and 
Executive Vice Chairman of Fractal 
Analytics.

Mr. Vinod Khosla co-founded Sun Microsystems, a pioneer in network computing 
during the 1980s, and later established Khosla Ventures — a firm that manages over 
USD 15 billion in assets and has backed transformative companies across artificial 
intelligence, clean energy, healthcare, and financial technology. 

A recipient of IIT Delhi's Distinguished Alumni Award, Khosla has spoken warmly of the 
Institute's influence on his career.
